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Psalm 90 reminds us that even though we face all
kinds of change in our lives and our world, God will
always be our “dwelling place.” Connect the dots
to form a heart, and think of it as God’s love and
protection around you. Inside, draw a picture of
yourself!
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Activities based on Deuteronomy 3U:1- 12, Psalm 90: -6, 13- 17, Matthew 22:34-U6.
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In Matthew 22, a lawyer asks Jesus what the greatest
commandment is. Jesus says, “You shall love the

Lord your God with all your heart, soul, and mind....
and you shall love your neighbor as yourself.” Draw
what you think it looks like to love God and love your
neighbor.
