2020 Prairie Valley Legacy Fund Scholarship Application

Prairie Valley was a rustic, church-owned, small group camping facility serving the Presbyterian congregations in the south and west ends of Grace Presbytery. It
was managed by representatives from 21 congregations who made financial contributions to a not-for-profit corporation. When the property was sold in 2010, per a
prior agreement, the proceeds reverted to First Presbyterian Church, Fort Worth, with the proviso that the money be used to provide “a program of Christian
camping.” Now, these funds are used to benefit the congregations, children, and youth of Grace Presbytery, with priority given to children and youth from the 18
remaining congregations that were part of the Prairie Valley Camp Corporation. If children and youth from these congregations do not use all of the annual
budgeted proceeds, money is then available to applicants from across the presbytery. Any church or family in Grace Presbytery can apply for funds to send children
and youth to KidQuake, Youthquake, JHaMS, or any other PC(USA) camp or conference. Scholarship Applications are due at least 15 days prior to the
camp/conference start-date (post-marked by this deadline), applications cannot be considered after an event has occurred, families may request need-based
scholarship assistance up to 50% of the total camp/conference fee (max), and applications must be completed in full and submitted by snail mail, not by email or
fax (incomplete applications will be returned). If the scholarship request is for a summer camp/conference, be aware that we will go over the first round of
scholarships starting on May 1, and the second round starting on June 8.
